During the summer of 2025, additional native plants were planted
specifically in the native garden section surrounding the Memory
Lane plaque and cairn. Due to the dry fall/winter weather
conditions several of these plants did not survive.

The various Coontie plants donated by Jackie Davis, are thriving.

In the butterfly garden several host and nectar plants were planted.
Unfortunately, most of these plants did not survive the long dry
months.

In general, the canopy of large trees provided freeze protection for
the understory plants maintained by the Garden Club of Stuart.

The Garden Prayer sign donated by Louise White and refurbished
by Marty Neal has been damaged beyond repair by termites.

Some Circles continue to maintain their designated garden.

Finally, on Saturday, February 21, Audubon hosted a “Birds &
Butterflies” event. The attendees were invited to tour the property
gardens. For this event this chairman removed debris from paths
around Memory Lane and cut back foliage damaged by the recent
cold weather.
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
